Metric Madness Station

Materials 

· Cotton Balls
· Metric measuring tapes or meter sticks.
HERE’S WHAT TO DO:
The Cotton Ball Shot Put 
· You will work with a partner and compete against the other team. 

· Make an estimate of how far you think you can throw it. Write it down.

· One person from each team shot puts the cotton ball.

· The partners make an estimate to decide how far the cotton ball went.

·  Then they measure it. 
· The difference between the actual distance and the first estimate is their score. Lowest score wins.

Materials 

· Plastic straws or stirrers
· Metric measuring tapes or meter sticks.
Straw Javelin Throw
· Estimate how far you think you can throw the plastic straw.

· Then estimate is it further or less distance than the cotton ball. In the same teams of two or three compete against the other team. 

· On each team a person throws the straw.

· The partners decide how far the straw is.

· The other partner will measure the distance using metric.

· The difference between the actual distance and the first estimate is the team’s score. Lowest score wins. 
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
